RALEIGH, N.C — Dr. Pamela L. Riley, executive director of the National Association of Students Against Violence Everywhere (SAVE), has announced that Gary N. Brown, founder and retired CEO of GBA Systems and chairman of Carolina Bank Holdings, has been recognized as the 2009 National SAVE Volunteer of the Year.  The award was presented to Eric J. Brown who accepted on behalf of his father at the National SAVE Summit at West Charlotte High School in Charlotte, N.C. on Oct. 17.  A supporter of SAVE for more than a decade, Gary Brown was a driving force in establishing the SAVE as a nonprofit 501c3 association and served as the association's financial advisor and most recently as treasurer.  Gary Brown is transitioning from an active Board role into a position on the National SAVE Honorary Board.  In recognition of Gary Brown’s efforts for SAVE, the National SAVE Volunteer of the Year award has been named the Gary N. Brown National SAVE Volunteer of the Year Award.
 

Gary Brown conceived and built the landmark Magnolia Manor in Colfax, N.C. which today is the headquarters for the Girl Scout council.  A recognized leader in the community, he has served in a leadership position with several organizations and is actively involved on the following boards: The Natural Science Center Board of Trustees, (chairman), Greensboro Beautiful Inc. Executive Board, David Caldwell Historic Park Committee (Chairman) and Guilford Battleground Company.  
He is an Instrument Rated private pilot and a senior certified SCUBA diver.   He is the proud father of three grown children and four young grandchildren and lives in Summerfield, N.C. with his wife, Patty.
