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Eastern Greene Students Making a Difference Through

Violence Prevention Efforts

June 23, 2008 –– Thanks to a grant from the Allstate Foundation, the National Association of Students Against Violence Everywhere (SAVE), is sponsoring 16 Indiana schools in their efforts to prevent violence.  The Eastern Greene Elementary School and Eastern Greene Middle School SAVE students have been busy with various violence prevention, crime prevention, and conflict management strategies.  
The Eastern Greene SAVE chapter hosted monthly SAVE days focusing on various violence prevention topics and activities including bullying prevention, relationship violence, good character and conflict management. The chapter hosted a Rock-A-thon in April with over 90 rockers, food, games, and movies.    The SAVE Chapter made SAVE buttons for elementary students.

The students created skits and a “Are You a Middle School Bully” game show, which were presented to their own middle school.  The year ended with a school-wide SAVE celebration.  Students were asked to wear orange and purple to show their school being violence-free.   Overall it was a huge success.  The chapter is hoping to conduct an Indiana SAVE rally in the fall in conjunction with other Indiana SAVE Chapters. The chapter is dedicated to sharing the SAVE message with others.

For more than 19 years, SAVE, a student-led nonprofit organization has educated and empowered young people in schools and community-based organizations to prevent youth crime and violence. SAVE’s efforts engage close to 200,000 student members in schools and communities in 46 states, reducing the potential for violence in K-12 schools and communities by promoting meaningful student involvement, education and service opportunities. “This generous grant from the Allstate Foundation will assist students in finding real solutions to the issues of violence that they face each day, “ stated Dr. Pamela L. Riley, Executive Director of SAVE.

The role of SAVE is becoming increasingly more important as crime and violence in schools continues to erode the teaching and learning process.  This past school year, sixteen violent deaths have occurred nationwide and another 65 non-death high profile violence incidents took place including shootings, stabbings and riots (National School Safety and Security Services, 2008).
