The role of SAVE is becoming increasingly more important as crime and violence in our schools continues to erode the teaching and learning process.  Already this school year, 16 violent deaths have occurred nationwide and another 58 non-death high profile violence incidents took place including shootings, stabbings and riots.  For the 2005-2006 school year, twenty-seven school associated violent deaths occurred nationwide. Another 323 additional non-death high-profile violence incidents took place, including shootings, stabbings and riots.   (National School Safety and Security Services, 2006).
