According to a recent Allstate Foundation survey, Shifting Teen Attitudes: The State of Teen 
Driving 2009, peers are a major influence on teens – both positive and negative.  Some of the 
concerning statistics that SAVE chapters will address include:  
 

 Eighty-two percent of teens reported using cell phones while driving. 
 Nearly half (48 percent) of girls admit they are likely to speed more than 10 mph over the 

limit, versus 36 percent of boys. 
 Seventy-seven percent of teens admit they have felt unsafe with another teen's driving.
