· printed classroom resource materials including lesson plans and awareness brochures, affiliate chapter certification and membership cards, access to restricted site information via the National SAVE website which includes the most up-to-date information and direct technical assistance.

· special recognition opportunities including highlights on SAVE members, advisors and chapters.  

· ongoing updates on cutting-edge research on such topics as: bullying, harassment and intimidation in schools will be provided.

· Eligibility to apply for $1000 SAVE mini grants for local school safety activities

· special registration discounts for the National SAVE Youth Summit- “Erasing the Colors of Violence” - to be held on April 1. 2006 in Raleigh, North Carolina 

The role of SAVE is becoming increasingly more important as crime and violence in our schools continues to erode the teaching and learning process.  Fourteen school associated deaths have already occurred during the 2005-2006 school year.  There have been over 100 other non-death shootings, stabbings, riots and others incidents of violence that occurred nationwide this past school year (National School Safety and Security Services, 2005).

SAVE currently has over 1,500 chapters in 44 states, with nearly 200,000 members, and adds an estimated one new chapter and 50 new student members each business day.
